PRO-LIFE In numerous talks at each of his three stops in Portugal recently, Pope Benedict clearly urged
Catholics to be more forceful and direct in evangelizing our society, which is becoming more and more secu-
larized. He emphasized that we can't just be silent and surrender when our faith is attacked, ridiculed or ig-
nored. As followers of Christ, we have a duty to announce the Gospel to every part of society.

He said, "We need to overcome the temptation to limit ourselves to what we already have, or think we
have, that is safely our own: that would be a slow death for the Church as a presence in the world."

Some would have us believe that the Pope has the vision of a smaller church, presumably to protect the
Church's identity, but he made it clear that this is not what he intends. He declared that we must courageously
witness our faith, not in theory but in practice. Key areas which he emphasized are social areas: the family,
faith, culture, the economy, and politics.

Yes, politics, despite the fact that society says we shouldn't mix politics with religion. The central
point is, we have to base our politics on our religion, and not completely divorce the two.

The pope did not rule out the "radical choice" of martyrdom in our modern society. We must realize
this is something already happening in the world. There have actually been more people martyred for their
faith in recent times than there have been in all of Christian history. We cannot expect to be immune if we are
truly and strongly faithful. Remember, we proclaim that as Knights we're "The Strong Right Arm of the
Church." We must be willing to prove it.
